A fact is mastered when it can be answered without 

hesitation.  Rocket Math is unique because it teaches only two facts and their reverse on the page.  For example 6x3, 

3x6, 4x5, and 5x4.  The program allows each child to go at his or her own pace, taking as many days to master those 

two facts as needed.  Students are given a couple opportunities a week to show they have learned a set of facts by 

passing a test.  Then the student moves onto two more facts while practicing the ones that were learned previously.  

Learning all facts in an operation is a lot of work, but future success in math is dependent upon knowing facts so well 

that the answers come automatically without much thinking.

Students who perform better on the college entrance exams increase 

their chances of getting into the college of their choice, and also receiving additional financial aid. In                     

addition, students will be less likely to take remedial classes once they enter college, which saves families 

money and studentsô time. Students choosing to enter todayôs work force will also need the skills obtained from 

having a solid foundation in the core content areas of English, math, science and social studies.

While I am not requiring a signature early 
on in the process, it is  important that parents assist students in their course request process. Talk with your children 
about future plans and help them work towards those goals. Students tend to be more successful when they have                   
support and motivation from home. 

The Post-Secondary Options (PSO) Informational meeting is scheduled for Monday, February 27, 2012 at 7PM. 
The  meeting will take place in the small  gym. PSO is an opportunity for students to earn college credit while in high 
school. In the state of Ohio, Freshman through Seniors can earn college credit in subjects in which they have a 3.00 GPA. 
PSO is available through any college. While the state requires a 3.00 in the subject area, some colleges have additional 
requirements. All of this information will be explained at the meeting in February. State mandates that parents (at                
minimum) attend the PSO meeting and an intent to participate form must be signed by March 30. This intent letter will 
be presented at the informational meeting. Parents of students PARTICIPATING in PSO this year (2011-2012) are           
excused but welcome to attend.
